	Primary Need
	Sir Bobby Robson School is a specialist provision for students whose primary need is Social, Emotional and Mental Health (SEMH). Some pupils may also have additional diagnoses such as Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) or Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD); however, these are not part of the admissions criteria.  

	Do children have ‘average’ cognition?
	Yes. Pupils typically have average cognitive ability or are within two chronological years of age-related expectations. They do not have a significant learning disability.
 

	Class size and staffing
	Class sizes are between 6 and 8 pupils, depending on cohort needs. Each class has a teacher and one support assistant. 


	Curriculum Offer
	The curriculum is carefully designed to support the development of pupils’ academic skills, social and emotional wellbeing and preparation for adulthood.

The core strands of our curriculum include:
· Academic Achievement: Students access a broad and balanced curriculum based on the National Curriculum, adapted to meet individual needs and abilities. Core subjects (English, Maths, Science) are taught alongside a range of foundation subjects to provide a full educational experience.
· Social, Emotional and Mental Health Development: Through a bespoke Wellbeing Curriculum, students build resilience, emotional literacy, social communication and self-regulation skills essential for lifelong learning and personal growth.
· Functional and Life Skills: From Key Stage 3 onwards, there is a focus on developing independent living skills, problem-solving and preparation for adulthood through functional qualifications and life skills programmes.
· Preparation for Post-16 Transition: At Key Stage 4, students access a tailored careers programme, GCSEs and/or functional skills qualifications, along with personalised vocational opportunities where appropriate.
